Brigstock &
Fermyn Woods
Countryside Walks
Including Lyveden New Bield

Walk 1 - Lyveden Way
The Northampton village of Brigstock is closely linked to
Fermyn Woods Country Park which provides a gateway to
an area of great historical interest and outstanding beauty.

Brigstock is situated in the north-east of the county
approximately 5 miles from Thrapston. Car parking within
Brigstock is limited.

A linear walk from the
Country Park to Lyveden
New Bield. The route
leaves the Park and heads
east along the perimeter of
Fermyn Woods and
Tresham Coppice.
Then east across open
countryside towards Lady

Wood Head, follow the
perimeter of the wood east
towards Lyveden New
Bield.
Distance 8 miles/13kms.
2.5 hrs (one way).
Stile free.
Moderate terrain.

Walk 2 - Woodland Walk
A circular walk which
begins at the Country Park.
Follow the purple bands.

Distance 1 mile/1.6kms.
20 mins.
Stile free. Hard-surface.
Accessible for all.

Walk 3 - Fermyn Forest Walk
Commences at the
Country Park. Follow the
orange bands.
A network of public
footpaths and bridleways
combined with circular trails
to provide access to some

of the best countryside in
the county.
Distance 1.5miles/2.4kms.
40 mins.
Combined hard-surface/
soft track.
Accessible for all.
